Michigan CREP Incentives, Payments, & Practices

Federal Incentives and Payments
+ Soil Rental Rate (SRR) Payment base on 3 predominate soils
*  40% SRR Incentive
* Climate Smart Incentive — added to SRR
» Grasses & Legumes = 5% (CP1)
*+ Grass = 3% (CP2 & CP21)
*  Woody Biomass = 10% (CP5A & CP22)
+  Wetland (aquatic or emergent) = 3% (CP23 & CP23A)
*  50% cost-share for practice installation 1/
« Signing Incentive Payment (SIP) based on 32.5% of first full year annual rental
payment — applicable to new enrolled acres only 1/
*  Practice Incentive Payment (PIP) 10% 1/
