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RESEARCH INTERESTS: Kizito’s research interest focuses on residues and contaminants, 
particularly mycotoxins. Mycotoxins are very harmful toxins produced by molds. Some of them, 
aflatoxins for example, cause liver cancer and stunting of children. In tropical countries, people are 
at high risk when they consume crops (e.g., cereals) contaminated by mycotoxins. 

One challenge is that the mycotoxin issue is not well known and not well understood in these 
countries. Consequently, it can cause economic losses on the international market in addition to 
negative public health impacts. Kizito’s research will focus on mycotoxin mitigation and new 
applicable strategies in tropical countries.   
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
