H.S.E.

This is the hourly wage range 
for this occupation in the State 
of Michigan. It starts with 10th 
percentile wages and ends with 
90th percentile wages. Wage 
ranges are used instead of 
median or averages to account 
for typical starting salaries or 
salaries for workers in the 
same role over time. 

This is an estimate of how much 
time it will take overall to advance to 
the next level of occupations. This is 
based on credential attainment and 
work experience needed and does 
not account for personal factors on 
the part of the jobseeker that could 
impact time needed.
