Instead, it is a way for you to learn about your project, as well as other valuable 
skills such as setting goals, collecting information, evaluating information, 
tracking costs and expenses, organization, and others.   
Completing your 4-H Rabbit Project Record Book.   At the beginning of the 4-H 
year you should select one/several of your animals to be your 4-H project 
animal(s) for the year.  Then begin recording all the relevant information on your 
animal in your record book monthly.  It is important to keep your record book up 
to date, so that completing it doesn’t become a chore at the end of the year.
