e Exceptional Evaluation — 5 bonus points

e Grand Champion market or breeding animal — 2 bonus points

e Reserve Champion market or breeding animal — 1 bonus point

e Sportsmanship points at discretion of department superintendent

One Overall award per eligible species will be given in addition to awards for the top participant
in each age group by species. Exhibitors can only win Overall award one time with each species.
