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A. An award will be given for each age division (8-11 years old and 12-19 years old) with the
most points earned at Horse Council sponsored shows and/or fair in walk/trot classes.

B. Classes eligible for points are:
Walk/Trot Western Horsemanship
Walk/Trot Pleasure

Walk/Trot English Equitation
Walk/Trot English Pleasure
Walk/Trot Bareback

Walk/Trot Trail
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C. Not all classes need to be entered to qualify.

D. Points are pro-rated based upon class size of those that compete in the class.
E. Points will be counted by the Horse Council tabulation/point committee.

F. Tie breaker will be the Walk/Trot Western Horsemanship class.

G. Same rider/horse combination should not win this award 2 years in a row.
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
