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Introduction

The goal of this project was to complete a corridor study of the
Collins Road Corridor, a 1.5-mile stretch between Forest Road and
Jolly Road along the south end of the Michigan State University
campus. Collins Road forms a border between East Lansing, the City
of Lansing, Lansing Township, and Delhi Township. The impetus of
this project was to analyze and guide development into a successful
High-Tech Research and Medical Corridor. This includes the new
McLaren Hospital and apartment complex on Dunckel Road.
